Initial talks with SAMS began as a concern about the high cost of their internet access. Although the speeds did not increase nor did the cost decrease, their provider later agreed to obtain a SPIN so that the school could receive an E-rate discount for the service and resulted in a drop in cost to the district by 60%.

In addition to the Category 1 discussions, SAMS submitted a Category 2 project in FY16 which consisted of new structured cabling for network equipment that was recently purchased.  The school also purchased a new firewall appliance for the facility.

Horizon Academy West initially showed up on the radar due to their high internet cost (30 Mbps at ~$1500/month). After speaking with the Director and staff, it became apparent that they did not have adequate staff to let them know of any issues with their internal network. We were able to perform a site visit and showed that their issue with wireless connectivity was due to the fact that their facility had a hand full of access points serve their 490 students and staff. The school was able to award Harmonix work that included cabling, new access points, firewall and maintenance. Although the school is responsible for 43% of the total cost, they were not utilizing E-rate for Category 2 items and services prior to FY17.

Jake Stupka (IT Director) reached out to PSFA asking for assistance on how to upgrade internet access for the District that would provide better speeds at a reasonable cost. During these initial conversations we found that the current firewall that was in place had limited internet throughput capabilities. If the District was looking to upgrade internet access speeds, they would have to replace their current firewall appliance. Jake was able to upgrade their firewall appliance that can support up to 1 Gbps throughput. The District is ultimately responsible for 5% of the total cost after all reimbursements are completed.
